Contract description
Lot 1: Elaboration of technical passports of 3 public buildings in Municipality of Rila and Elaboration of detailed investment project for implementing of energy efficiency measures in 3 public buildings in Municipality of Rila.
The technical passports of the existing constructions must be elaborated according art.2, par.2 of the Regulation N0 5/28.12.2008 for technical passports of the constructions  and in compliance with art.20,par.2 from the same and art.169,par.1-3 from Bulgarian  Law on Spatial Planning.

Elaboration of detailed investment projects for implementing of the prescribed by the energy audits energy efficiency measures.

The minimum parts of the investment projects:

1. Architectural shooting of the buildings;

2. Constructive opinion and constructive conclusion for the condition of the buildings;

3. Detailed project- Part “Electricity” or in the case of electricity network compliance with requirements for loads and  capacity- opinion of Part “Electricity” and conclusion;
4. Detailed project- Part “Water supply and Sewage” or Opinion of part “Water supply and Sewage” ( in the case of good condition of internal water supply network with possibility for providing warm water in the sanitary premises;

5. Detailed project –Part “Heating and Ventilation”;

6. Detailed project –Part “Energy efficiency”

7. Plan for safety and health;

8. Plan for fire safety.

9. Assessment of compliance under part “Energy Efficiency”.

The implementation of the tasks under Lot 1 will start in the case of signed contract with sub-contractor under Lot 2.

The elaboration of detailed investment projects for implementing of the prescribed by the energy audits energy efficiency measures will start after the energy audit will be executed and approved by the Contracting authority.

Lot 2: Elaboration of energy efficiency audits in 3 public buildings in Municipality of Rila

Elaboration of energy efficiency audits must be executed at the following stages:
1. Preparatory stage: View of the buildings, collecting and analysis of initial information for the functioning of the buildings and energy costs;

The costs for backstopping and support staff, as needed, are considered to be included in the tenderer's financial offer.

Technical capacity of candidate (based on items 5 and 6 of the tender form)
Technical criterion for legal and natural persons:

the tenderer has provided services under at least one contract (or several contracts) with a total  budget of at least that of this contract/s  in the similar sphere  which was/were implemented at any moment during the following period: 31.07.2010-31.07.2013
Previous experience which would have lead to breach of contract and termination by a Contracting Authority shall not be used as reference. This is also applicable concerning the previous experience of experts required under a fee-based service contract.
