Contract description

The supervision control is over the following main types of works:

I.
Part Architecture”.

The old stands (tribunes) will be destroyed and new ones will be constructed of reinforced concrete with metal railing and PVC seats. All passages for the public from the entrance to the stands are designed to be filled with pavement tiles restricted with concrete curbs. To ensure access for fire trucks, ambulances and other vehicles to the stadium there will be provided installation of reinforced concrete pavement. The grass will be renovated. The tracks will be reconstructed and a new layer with ceramic tiles will be will be filled up.

II.
Part “Construction „There are provisions for construction of new stands and a new steel picket fence with chain link fence with PVC coating. To this project`s estimated documentation is treated only building of stands.

The structure of the stands is reinforced concrete. The first and last rows of the stands are strengthened with reinforced concrete walls, build over a strip foundation. 

III. Irrigation system

The irrigation system is used to distribute uniform and equal amount of water around the whole terrain. The whole field is divided into 12 zones, in each zone there are two (2) sprinklers working under the same angle with the same work time. The sprinklers are from the type sinking hydrants.

IV.Sewerage and drainage system

It is measured so that it thoroughly drains the terrain without absorbing natural underground water and to further dry the terrain. All water absorbed through the drainage system shall be borne by the sewage system, as that is discharged into 100 m3 reservoir.

Same criteria for legal and natural person

The following selection criteria will be applied to the tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:

Economic and financial capacity of the tenderer (based on item 3 of the tender form). In case of tenderer being a public body, equivalent information should be provided. 

Financial criteria for legal and natural persons:

the average annual turnover of the tenderer must exceed  the annualised maximum budget of the contract (ie, the maximum budget stated in the contract notice divided by the initial contract duration in years, where this exceeds 1 year

Professional capacity of the tenderer based on items 4 of the tender form)

Professional criteria for legal and natural persons:

has staff resources and expertise appropriate to this contract, such as experience in providing services for supervision control on works according the Bulgarian legislation.

Key expert 1 - Team Leader: Water (Hydraulic) Engineer.

The key expert is required to have the following qualifications and experience:

The expert is expected to be permanently on station on the site for the whole duration of the construction period. 

The Team leader will head the supervision team and act in accordance to the level of authority and responsibility of the works Supervisor as per Bulgarian national legislation. He/she will be permanently on station on the site for the whole duration of the pre-construction and construction periods and will have full authority to certify the monthly payment certificates, issue variation orders, decide on Contractor’s claims, etc.

Key expert 2:Construction engineer;

The expert is required to have the following qualifications and experience:

The expert is expected to be permanently on station on the site for the whole duration of the construction period. 

All experts must be independent and free from conflicts of interest in the responsibilities they take on.

CVs for experts other than the key experts should not be submitted in the tender. The Contractor shall select and hire other experts as required according to the needs. The contractor shall hire expert from certified list of experts according to article 13, paragraph 1, p. 5 of Order and Conditions on  Regulations for building licences and supervision and/or conformity assessment of investment projects and .

The costs for backstopping and support staff, as needed, are considered to be included in the tenderer's financial offer.

3)
Technical capacity of candidate (based on items 5 and 6 of the tender form)
Technical criterion for legal and natural persons:

the tenderer has provided services under at least one contract with a budget of at least that of this contract in the similar sphere  which was/were implemented at any moment during the following period: 31.07.2010-31.07.2013
Previous experience which would have lead to breach of contract and termination by a Contracting Authority shall not be used as reference. This is also applicable concerning the previous experience of experts required under a fee-based service contract.

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them.
